2. The topic of the speech is determined by grade:

Grade 11—"How did President George Washington Shape the Office of President?"

Grade 12—"What effect(s) did Lincoln's handling of the Civil War have on the Presidency?"

3. Each speech is limited to no more than 3 minutes.

4. All entrants must submit an Entry Form to include their name, grade, school and home phone
number. Entry forms are available on the senator’s Web site at www.SenatorStack.com
and at the senator’s district offices.

5. Elimination and winners for each grade will be chosen by the school.
